

  NON-NAVY PORT OIL SPILL RESPONSE PROCEDURES            (6/18/99)
In the event of a ship generated oil spill while visiting a non-Navy port in California, the following procedures apply:

Note:  If discharge creates a sheen, IT IS A REPORTABLE QUANTITY.

1.  Take immediate actions to CONTAIN, CONTROL, and MITIGATE the spill.

2.  ASSESS the incident, and LOG the following information:

3.    Ship CO is Navy on-scene incident commander until relieved by the NOSC, if necessary.   Note:  Coast Guard retains overall authority for spill response, but will not normally direct actions unless the response is not satisfactory.  HA will provide response team and required equipment, i.e. boom, skimmer, etc., but due to location of ships and response assets, expect a delay in response time.   

4.   Ship provide periodic situation appraisals to NOSC.

5.   Upon completion of the response (consult Coast Guard on-scene personnel) notify:

6.   Submit required message report, Oil Spill Report  (OPNAV 5090/2) within 24 hours.  Based on seriousness or sensitivity of the incident, if other message type deemed appropriate submit IAW standard requirements.
