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INTRODUCTION

WELCOME

Welcome to FISC San Diego and America’s Finest City.  FISC San Diego appreciates your commitment to the Naval Reserve and looks forward to a meaningful and productive active duty period with you.  San Diego, California is a beautiful location that boasts the best weather in the country.  In addition to the work you will perform with FISC San Diego, there are numerous attractions and places of entertainment including the world famous San Diego Zoo, Wild Animal Park, Balboa Park, Sea World, downtown Gas Lamp District, and of course spectacular beaches.  You will have a great opportunity to not only help the active-duty forces, but also enjoy the sites and attractions of America’s Finest City.   

MISSION
The mission of (FISC San Diego) Reserves is to provide fully trained selected reservists to the active duty in support of active duty missions.  Reserves will join in the key Supply Corps vision of providing combat capability through logistics. Ready, Resourceful, Responsive.   Specific goals for reservists performing AT and ADT at FISC San Diego are: (1) assist in meeting FISC’s fleet support responsibilities; (2) develop their mobilization readiness skills; (3) support their unit’s mobilization readiness projects; and (4) fulfill personal and career enhancing goals.

AT ASSIGNMENTS

Your AT assignments will typically involve work geared to current operational tempo or work on one or more business/mobilization readiness projects.  You are required to conduct pre-AT liaison with the FISC Reserve Coordinator’s Office. This liaison will include planning schedules and receiving a Billet Control Number (BCN). The reserve coordinator uses the BCN to track when reservists are coming to FISC San Diego, so it is important that you have received a BCN.  Normally, members of affiliated FISC Reserve Units are assigned duties commensurate with your professional skills.

BEFORE YOU LEAVE FOR AT/ADT

RECORDS

You should have the following records and paperwork before leaving for AT/ADT.

· Original orders

· ID card

· Updated and verified page 2 (Record of Emergency Data)

· Medical records if not local

· Travel itinerary

· Rental car reservations, please note that rental car must be authorized on your orders to be reimbursed

· Billeting assignment and non-availability endorsement as applicable

· Additionally, leave a copy of your orders with your spouse if you are not local

UNIFORMS

Depending on the time of year and the duties you are assigned, you will need various sets of uniforms.  Please check with the Reserve Coordinator at 619-556-6234 to verify what uniforms are needed.  In general officers and CPO’s will wear summer khaki and enlisted (E1 – E6) will wear dungarees in work areas.  Bring an appropriate quantity of uniform items to support your entire active duty period.  Working uniforms may be worn off base when traveling directly to or from work.  You are not authorized to make any routine stops in town when in working uniform.  

BILLETING

For those arriving from out of the local area, billeting is controlled by the Scheduled Airlines Traffic Office (SATO).  Check your itinerary to see if a Certificate of Non-Availability (CNA) or a confirmation number was issued.  If a CNA was issued, you should make reservations at a local hotel.  You do not need to check in with the Bachelor Quarters Office if you are staying in town.  If a confirmation number was issued, you will be berthed in government quarters.  There are many choices for government billeting in the San Diego area.  The following telephone numbers list the most frequently used Bachelor Quarters.

TRANSPORTATION 

The 1-800 SATO number printed on your itinerary is the only office authorized to make itinerary changes.  Check with your Reserve Center for instructions before making any changes to reservations and ticketing.  If you make changes directly with the airlines or through a travel agent, the Navy WILL NOT reimburse you.  Note: Most airlines allow two bags checked and one “carry on”.  

ARRIVAL IN SAN DIEGO
GROUND TRANSPORTATION

Reservists are authorized commercial transportation from San Diego International Airport.  Please ensure you have enough cash for either a shuttle or taxi for the trip from the airport to Naval Station San Diego or your specific lodging.  A taxi from the airport to Naval Station San Diego is approximately $25, a shuttle should be slightly less, but make sure you ask the price first.

CAR RENTALS

Rental car authorization must be stated on your orders.  Unless authorized on your orders, car rental is at your own expense.  When possible, reserve members from the same reserve center will carpool.  There should be one car for every four reservists.  Remember that car rentals authorized on government orders are not a personal car.  The driver must pick-up and drop off other reservists.  If a member has orders but is not willing to carry passengers, the rental car authorization should be issued for another member.  Check with your Reserve Center if a rental car is not authorized.  Car rental companies will require that you be at least 21 years of age and hold a major credit card.  

The maximum reimbursable amount for car rentals is $35 per day.  Don’t be caught unprepared!!  Have a credit card with about $425 of available credit for the car rental.  Personnel without a personal or government credit card will have to put a substantial cash deposit of approximately $620.  Be prepared to show your orders and ID.  If you are authorized a subcompact at $28 per day, even though the maximum daily reimbursable rate is $35, you will be paid $28 per day.  Purchase of additional insurance is not refundable.  Please note that PSD will not pay for upgrades.  Do not get an upgrade unless you are willing to pay for it.

LOCATION

The main offices of FISC San Diego are located in downtown San Diego at 937 North Harbor Drive, 7th Floor, San Diego, CA 92132.  Reservists, however, will report to the Reserve Coordinator located on board Naval Station San Diego, building 116, 3rd deck.  Directions follow:

Directions to Naval Station San Diego:  

Upon entering Naval Station San Diego, turn left and follow Surface Navy Boulevard approximately a quarter-mile, veer left onto Cummings Road.  Building 116 is on the left.  This is a shared facility.  The entrance for FISC San Diego is located at the East entrance of the building.  Park in the East parking lot and proceed to the elevators and up to the third deck.  

From the San Diego Airport: 

Exit airport toward airport exit/commuter terminal/Harbor Island/Point Loma

Turn left on N. Harbor Drive

Continue on Harbor Drive approximately 6 miles, this will change to Harbor, East Harbor and Harbor Drive along the way.

Turn right at 32nd St and enter the main gate of the Naval Station

From North Coastal:

Take I-5 South

Take 28th Street/National Ave Exit

Turn right on South 28th St

Turn left on Harbor Drive

Turn right at 32nd St and enter main gate of Naval Station

From North Inland:

Take I-15 South

Take Main Street/I-5 North/Harbor Drive exit

Continue towards Harbor Drive/Main Street

Continue on S 32nd Street

Cross over Harbor Drive and enter the main gate of the Naval Station

From South:

Take I-5 North

Take Harbor Drive/Civic Center Drive exit

Continue on Harbor Drive

Turn left on 32nd Street and enter the main gate of the Naval Station

From East:

Take CA-94 West or I-8 West

Take I-15 South

Take Main Street/I-5 North/Harbor Drive exit

Continue towards Harbor Drive/Main Street

Continue on 32nd Street

Cross over Harbor Drive and enter the main gate of the Naval Station

MILITARY CUSTOMS AND COURTESIES 

Military customs and courtesies shall be rendered at all times.  Be constantly vigilant and aware of those around you so you may demonstrate proper military courtesies.  When approaching officers who are senior, whether they are on foot or in a vehicle, a salute shall be rendered along with an appropriate greeting.  Please remember that all senior officers when in civilian attire still rate a salute.  Situations develop quickly and one should be alert to ensure that we always extend the proper courtesies.

CHECK-IN

Reservists reporting to FISC San Diego will report for check in on their assigned AT/ADT start date at building 116 onboard Naval Station San Diego.  They will report to the Reserve Coordinator (telephone: 619-556-6234) located on the 3rd deck of building 116 at 0730.  Access to the base in a rented vehicle requires a temporary pass from the pass and decal office located adjacent to the main gate. You will need your military ID, a copy of your orders, and the car rental contract.  

On check in day, please report to the Reserve Coordinator where you will do the following: 

· Have original orders endorsed by Reserve Coordinator

· Submit copy of page 2

· Fill out a preliminary travel claim

· Submit travel itinerary if not traveling by POV

· Receive work assignment and location

Most AT’s will begin on a Monday morning.  If your AT begins on a Tuesday or Wednesday, you will report to the alternate reporting location, which is:

AT’s beginning on Thursday or Friday will report as normal to the Reserve Coordinator in building 116 onboard Naval Station San Diego.  

WORK HOURS

The Reserve Coordinator's Office is open for business as follows:


Mondays 0730-1630 (designated national holidays excepted).


Tuesday and Wednesday closed


Thursday and Friday 0730-1630


Saturdays and Sundays of drill weekends 0730-1630

Your work schedule will depend on your division assignment.  Saturdays and Sundays are normally liberty periods unless informed to the contrary.  Reservists are presently not required to stand watches unless part of an exercise.

SECURITY

Heavy emphasis is placed on both physical and information security.  The sentries check ID cards at the gates and security badges at certain building entrances.  Reservists are expected to carry their military ID and orders with them at all times.  

CHECK-OUT AND PAY

Checkout will commence in the afternoon on the final day of AT/ADT.  Make sure you receive your original orders back from the Reserve Coordinator.  Active duty drill pay is handled through direct deposit.  You must go to the DFAS secure website called my Pay to obtain your LES and W2.  The my Pay web site is https://mypay.dfas.mil/mypay.asp. Please return any FISC property you were issued by either the Reserve Coordinator or your work assignment location. 

USE OF TELEPHONES AND GOVERNMENT VEHICLES

Use of command telephones for long distance calls and use of government vehicles are for official business only.  

AFTER WORK HOURS

LIBERTY

Liberty generally commences at 1630 daily depending upon your division assignment and expires 0730, Monday through Friday.  Please ensure that the reserve coordinator and your worksite have local contact information for you, particularly on weekends, in the event of emergencies or special duty.

CIVILIAN CLOTHING

The following are guidelines concerning the wearing of civilian attire:

1. The wearing of civilian clothing when on leave or liberty in the San Diego area is authorized.

2. When in civilian clothing, Naval personnel will ensure that their dress and personal appearance are appropriate for the occasion and will thereby enhance the image of the military.  While base regulations provide specific guidance, the use of common sense in choice of attire should cover this adequately.

3. When conducting business on base during normal working hours, you should wear the uniform of the day or acceptable working uniform.  

TIME  

San Diego is on Pacific Standard Time and does observe Daylight Savings Time during the summer months.  

NAVY EXCHANGE AND COMMISSARY

A current, valid ID card and an endorsed copy of your AT orders will allow you to exercise unlimited shopping privileges at the various military exchanges and commissaries in the area.  If your family desires to utilize the exchange and commissary, they must have their own Reserve Dependent ID card and a copy of your orders in their possession.  

There are numerous exchange and commissary facilities in the San Diego area along with numerous mini-exchanges for quick shopping.  Check each base’s information regarding store hours.  Links to base websites is found at the FISC Reserve website, www.fiscsd.navy.mil/reserves. 

OFF-BASE TRANSPORTATION

Public transportation such as buses, trolley and train is readily available.  There is a trolley stop right outside the main gate of Naval Station San Diego.  For detailed information regarding schedules and availability, please go to www.sdcommute.com. 

BASE MESSING FACILITIES

There are numerous places to eat for breakfast, lunch and dinner on base. Each base has galley facilities with specific hours of operation.  For base information regarding messing facilities, please go to the FISC Reserve Web site, www.fiscsd.navy.mil/reserves.  Examples of non-galley places to eat on Naval Base San Diego include: Rice King, McDonalds, Subway, Pizza Hut and Kentucky Fried Chicken.  There is also a food court located at the Naval Base Exchange and Commissary compound.  Additionally, NAS North Island has an extensive food court with Rubio’s, Subway, Rice King, and others.  

OFF-BASE DINING AND SHOPPING

There are numerous places to dine in the San Diego area.  The downtown area called the Gas lamp Quarter is located in the heart of downtown at 5th Street and has many establishments.  It is also adjacent to Horton Plaza, the downtown shopping mall.  Seaport Village is located off Harbor Drive and has many shops and dining areas.  Coronado also has many shops and dining areas.  The historic Old Town San Diego is located just a few miles north of downtown and has many shopping and dining areas. There are numerous malls around San Diego as well for shopping and dining.  Additionally, each of the beach communities has many shops and restaurants.
